Poczatkowo wspieral idee Legion6w Polskich, widzac
w Austro-Weorzech cwaranta powstania polskiej
panstwowosci.

Od 1915 r. zaczal popierac idee endecji zblizenia
z panstwami zachodnimi.

Jesieniag 1918 r. stanat na czele Polskiej homisji
Likwidacyjnej w Krakowie, przejmujacej wtadze
w zachodniej czesSci zaboru austriackiego.

W czasie wojny polsko-sowieckiej byt premierem oraz
cztonkiem Rady Obrony Panstwa.

Trzeba ratowac Ojczyzne, trzeba jej oddac
wszystko — majgtek, krew i zycie, bo ta ofiara
stokrotnie sie optaci, gdy uratujemy parnstwo
od niewoli i hanby.

Wincenty Witos (1874-1945),
an agrarian movement
activist. From 1895 he was
a member of the Peasant’s
Party in Galicia.

Initially, he supported the idea of Polish Legions,
perceiving Austro-Hungary as the guarantor of the
emergence of Polish statehood.

From 1915 on, he began to support the idea promoted by
the National Democracy of rapprochement with the
Western powers.

In autumn of 1918 he was appointed head of the Polish
Liqudation Committee in krakow, a temporary
covernment with the purpose to take over power

in the western part of the Austrian partition.

During the Polish-Soviet War, he was a prime minister
and member of the Council for Detence of the Nation.

We have to save our country, we have to give it
everything — wealth, blood, and life, because
this sacrifice will pay off a hundredfold, when
we save the state from slavery and disgrace.
